—| Mimbres Region Arts Council (MRAC) for four years. He is a former
Rotarian, his father was a Rotarian and Kevin benefited from a Rotary
—| scholarship.

The Arts Council is undergoing some change, but some of the
established programs are continuing, such as

e The Blues Festival (scheduled this year for May 24-26),
¢ Chocolate Fantasia,

e The Southwest Print Fiesta, and

e The fraveling art exhibit to local schools.

However, MRAC has been moving from doing its own programming to putting greater
emphasis on engagement and participation in the arts. Its mission is now expressed in one
sentence: To nurture a creative community.

To be able to operate more effectively, MRAC is looking for a new home. Its present office
can only be used five days a week from 9 to 5, since it is located in the Wells Fargo building.
It is hoped that a new headquarters for MRAC could become another anchor location for
Grant County.

What the Arts Council seeks to do is to establish a Gila Center for the Arts, which will

e Attract visitors and promote cultural tourism for Grant County;

e Grow local job opportunities in the Creative Economy;

e Increase educational opportunities for K-12 students and promote life-long learning; and
e Build an inclusive community that values creativity and innovation.

Kevin gave a rundown on plans for this year’s Blues Festival, which will feature numerous
prominent artfists. He said that the cost to MRAC of putting on the Festival is about $80,000 to
$100,000, but that it is worth doing because it has significant positive impact on the locall
economy. There are other costs incurred by the Town and County in hosting the Festival.
Support for the Festival comes from New Mexico Arts, the Silver City and Grant County
Lodgers Tax, and various other sources.
